‘O Lord God, what will you give me, for |
continue childless, and the heir of my house
is Eliezer of Damascus?’ And Abram said,

your very own issue shall be your heir.” He
brought him outside and said, ‘Look
towards heaven and count the stars, if you
are able to count them.”
